Students who have completed an Associate of Arts degree (AA), a bachelors degree, or the Missouri 42-hour 

general education block (must be noted on the transcript or other official document) from a regionally-accredited 

institution, is considered to have satisfactorily completed Missouri Western’s general studies requirements. 

Completion of general studies requirements does not waive departmental major pre-requisites. 

A student must complete the general studies and major requirements listed below to earn a baccealaureate degree 

at MWSU: 

• Earn a minimum of 120 credit hours (100 level and higher, maximum of 6 CED credit hours applicable)

• Earn an overall GPA of at least 2.0

• Earn an overall GPA of at least 2.0 in those courses needed to satisfy the requirements of the selected major

• Earn a minimum of 30 credit hours in upper-division courses (numbers in the 300s and 400s). Lower-

division transfer courses accepted as meeting upper-division departmental course requirements cannot be

used to fulfill this requirement

• Earn 30 of the last 45 credit hours at MWSU in institutional coursework (exclusive of credit by

examination)

• Participate in required departmental and campus wide assessments

• Fulfill the Missouri Constitution requirement

• Successfully pass the Missouri Higher Education Civics Achievement Exam

• Please note: some baccalaureate degree program may require more than 120 credit hours, may require a

higher GPA, may have minimum grade requirements and may have additional certification requirements
